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During the 11th session of the National Assembly, 57 (18 percent) Members of
the National Assembly (MNAs) attended all eight sittings, while 54 MNAs (17
percent) did not attend any sitting. The following chart presents a gender-
disaggregated breakdown of lawmakers, categorized by the number of
sittings they attended during the reporting session:

The highest attendance was 203 (65 percent) during the first sitting.

The lowest attendance was 150 MNAs (48 percent) during the eighth
and last sitting.

MNAs from ICT were more regular than MNAs from other regions.

As many as 257 MNAs (82 percent) skipped at least one sitting during
the session.

As many as 91 MNAs (35 percent) submitted applications for leave of
absence during the session.

As many as 166 MNAs (53 percent) skipped the House proceedings
without any formal leave application.

Minister of Defence had the highest attendance (63 percent) among all
ministerial colleagues.

Prime Minister attended none of the sittings while the Leader of the
Opposition attended six (75 percent) sittings.

The frequent absence of ministers during the session prompted the
Chair (Deputy Speaker) to direct that the Prime Minister be informed of
the situation through a letter, and adjourn the proceedings if ministers
responsible for items on the Orders of the Day were not present.
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The attendance pattern fluctuated
during the session with the female
attendance remaining consistently
higher than that of their
counterparts across all eight sitting.
The highest attendance during the
session stood at 203 MNAs (65
percent of the current membership)
recorded during first sitting and the
attendance at 150 (48
percent) on last eight sitting. Figure 2
illustrates the gender-disaggregated
attendance of the sittings.

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A comparison of attendance rates of male, female and
minority MNAs reveals varying trends with MNAs on
reserved seats tending to have better attendance rates
than their colleagues on general seats. In the 100 percent
attendance category, female MNAs on reserved seats
were the leading group and were followed by female
MNAs on general seats. MNAs on reserved seats for
minorities have the largest proportion, 71 percent,
attending more than half of the sittings, with none in this
category recording zero attendance. In contrast, male
MNAs on general exhibited the lowest attendance levels,
with 18 percent having zero participation, the highest
among all groups. Elected female MNAs show an even
distribution across attendance categories. Figure 4
illustrates a comparison of attendance rates
disaggregated by seat type and gender.

Regionally, MNAs from the Islamabad Capital Territory
(ICT) demonstrated higher attendance compared to
other regions. All three MNAs from ICT attended more
than half sittings with one of the member attending all
eight sittings. As many as 27 (57 percent) MNAs from
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa attended more than half of the
sittings during the reporting session. Similarly 43 (55
percent) MNAs from Sindh, 37 MNAs (53 percent) from
Punjab, and ten MNAs (50 percent) from Balochistan
attended more than half of the sittings while remaining
attended less than half of the sittings. Figure 5 provides
a comparison of attendance rates disaggregated by
region.

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Poltical parties show varying attendance trends

The majority of lawmakers from PML-N, PPPP, and SIC attended more than half of the sittings. The sole lawmakers from BAP and BNP did not attend any
sittings. Other parties with only one member, including MWMP, PKMAP, and PML-Z, each attended more than half of the sittings, while the NP lawmaker
attended all the sittings. Figure 6 shows the attendance rates categorized by parliamentary parties. As many as 20 lawmakers belonging to SIC attended
zero sittings, followed by fifteen lawmakers of PPPP, 11 lawmakers of PML-N, five lawmakers belonging to different political parties, and two belonging to

MQMP.

BNPF’s sole lawmaker has announced submitting his resignation, which is yet to be official accepted as the National Assembly website currently shows him as a member.

Ministerial absence disrupts house proceedings

The incumbent cabinet comprises the Prime Minister and 18 Federal Ministers including 12 MNAs and six Senators. The cabinet members from the Senate are
not ordinarily required to attend the Assembly’s session unless there’s an agenda item pertaining to their ministry. In addition to the federal ministers, as
many as two MNAs hold the office of the Ministers of State and 30 of the Parliamentary Secretaries of various ministries.
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Members from both government allies and the opposition expressed concern over the absence of ministers during the question hour. They emphasized that
through Question Hour, the government can be held accountable but the ministers’' absence undermined its purpose. The Deputy Speaker expressed
displeasure at this lack of attendance. The proceedings of the house were suspended during the question hour due to the ministers' absence, and eventually,
the session was adjourned for the same reason. The Chair ruled that future sessions would be adjourned if ministers were unavailable during the question
hour. Additionally, the Chair informed the house that a letter had been sent to the Prime Minister regarding this issue. Among the ministers, the Federal Minister
for Defence had the highest attendance, participating in 63 percent of the sittings. This was followed by the Federal Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and
Human Resource Development, the Federal Minister for Housing and Works, and the Federal Minister for Maritime Affairs. The figure below illustrates the
number of sittings attended by each minister.

Their attendance serves as a key indicator of their
commitment to legislative responsibilities, including
representing their constituents, contributing to policy
debates, and holding the government accountable.

This report presents a detailed analysis of MNAS'
attendance during the plenary sittings of the National
Assembly’s 11th session, held from December 10 to 19,
2024. It provides insights into attendance trends across

regions, political parties, and gender, highlighting levels
of engagement among lawmakers. The report relies on
the verbatim debates for leave records of MNAs.

Since 2010, FAFEN has been systematically observing
and reporting on the plenary proceedings of the federal
Parliament and Provincial Assemblies. These efforts have

significantly contributed to enhancing parliamentary
transparency and strengthening the connection between

citizens and their elected representatives, fostering a

more inclusive and accountable democratic process.
